The purpose of this modification is to definitize the Contractor's proposal 
SAIC-P-018 entitled "Marshall Space Fl ight  Center (MSFC) Exploration Systems 
Mission Directorate Support", Revision A, and dated April 3, 2006. This proposal 
was submitted in response to NASAIMSFC letter request for proposal 
PS3 1 J/AA02C-06-192 dated February 23, 2006. In addition, an amount of 
$23,087,062 is provided in order to extend contract coverage to 
August 22, 2006. Accordingly, NNMO4AAOZC is modified as follows: 

A. Under Section B, Clause 0.2, Estimated Cost and Award Fee, the total 
of Estimated Cost is increased by  $669,497. This increase consists of: 
$1 64,665 (from $496,587,972 to $496,752,637) for the base period 
reflected in paragraph (a) and  as CLlN 001 in paragraph (b); $247,517 
(from $1 76,454,610 to $176,702,127) as CLlN 003 (Option Year I )  in 
paragraph (b); and $257,316 (from $1 76,186,487 to $1 76,443,803) as 
CLlN 005 (Option Year2) in paragraph (b). The total of Potential 
Award Fee is increased by $40,170. This increase consists of: $9,880 
(from $1 1,008,997 to $1 1,018,877) for the base period reflected in 
paragraph (a) and as a portion of CLlN 001 in paragraph (b); $14,851 
(from $10,591,996 to $10,606,847) as CLlN 003 (Option Year 1) in 
paragraph (b); and $15,439 (from $1 0,575,908 to $10,591,347) as 
CLlN 005 (Option Year 2) in paragraph (b). These amounts are further 
allocated by contract year for the base period (immediate contract 
action) as follows:

C. Under Section B, Clause B.6, Contract Funding, the total amount 
aiioiied by the Government is increased by $23,087,062 (from 
$424,300,771 to $447,387,833). Of this allotment, an amount of 
$23,079,652 will be added to the Estimated Cost line and $7,410 will 
be added to the Provisional A w a r d  Fee line (in order to fund 75% of the 
Potential Award F e e  amounts for both the current period (1 /I /06 - 
6/30/06) and the following p e r i o d  (711 /06- 12/31 /06)). As a result, the 
contract coverage date is rev ised to August 22, 2006. 

D. As reflected on t h e  Standard F o r m  30, Modification of Contract, the 
to ta l  contract value is increased by $1 74,545 (from $525,217,832 to 
$525,392,377) in recognition of the actions taken in (A) above. 

E. Attachment J-1 , Performance Work Statement, Page J-1-21, Section 
3.1.7, Exploration Systems Mission Directorate (ESMD) Support, is 
revised to incorporate the effort definitized by this contract action. 

F. Attachment J-7, Small Business Subcontracting Plan, is amended to 
include the subcontracting plan supplement required by definitization of 
the proposal referenced in A. above, for the "Marshall Space Flight 
Center (MSFC) Exploration Systems Mission Directorate Support", 
Revision A. This plan will not be numbered but will be incorporated as 
a supplement to Attachment J-7. In addition to reflecting goals for the 
immediate contract action, t h i s  subcontracting plan supplement reflects 
t h e  total contract value, including all previous modifications, if any, that 
had a value less than the threshold for requiring submission of a 
subcontracting plan supplement.
