SAFETY PERFORMANCE EVALUATION 
1. CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITY. The Contractor is responsible for maintaining an 
effective safety program during the course of the contract with a goal to achieve a world-class 
program within the tenn of the contract. The Contractor will ensure that the requirements of the 
MSFC approved Safety, Health and Environment (SHE) Plan and applicable Data Requirement 
Documents (DRD) are met. Contractor safety perfonnance evaluation will be based on the MSFC 
safety and health program elements identified in MPR 8715.1, MSFC Safety, Health and 
Environmental (SHE) Program. The Contractor shall conduct an annual self-evaluation of their 
safety and health program based on these criteria. The Contractor shall submit an annual self­
evaluation to the Contracting Officer (CO) no later than 30 days after each anniversary of the 
contract. The CO/Contracting Officer Technical Representative (COTR), in coordination with the 
MSFC Industrial Safety Branch, will validate the Contractor's self-evaluation. 

Annually, the agreed score will be used to assess the Contractor's safety and health perfonnance 
appropriately-positive or negative. 

For the purpose of validating the annual score, the Contractor and the CO/COTR, in coordination 
with the MSFC Industrial Safety Branch, will reach a mutually agreeable detennination based on 
the metrics reflected in the Attachment I of this clause. In cases where the Contractor and 
CO/COTR cannot reach agreement, the MSFC Ombudsman will hear arguments from both sides 
and make a final decision. This process shall not preclude the CO from taking immediate action 
for any serious, willful, blatant, or continued violations ofMSFC safety, health and environmental 
policy or procedures.
